to the first frost.

m A regular re-sealing program should be scheduled
every one to two years.

accumulation of dirt. The most effective method of
cleaning your ConCreate surface is chemical
free, low pressure power washing.

Snow & Ice Removal

m Snow and ice should be removed with a plastic
snow shovel.
